We advise you to plan in advance how you will be able to fund each part of the process. If you have someone supporting you with the family reunion process it may be useful to discuss this with them. It is important not to book flights without making sure you can make all the arrangements.

· It is important to consider what route you have booked. Any transit where passengers or crew join the plan in a country on the red list will require a hotel quarantine. 
· The guidance changes regularly – making plans in advance may mean making several changes. Refunds from airlines are sometimes not made immediately.
